Position Summary: 
Careers & Experience coordinates the hirewesternu Career Fair once per semester and the 
Graduate & Professional School Fair in the Fall term. Both events are open to all Western 
students and alumni. Given the large scale and high visibility of these events, many individuals 
are required to ensure that they run smoothly. As an Employer Relations Volunteer you will be 
representing the Western community and act as a liaison between Careers & Experience, 
students, and recruiters attending our events. 
 
What will you gain from this role?  

• Gain experience in program planning, coordination, and implementation, as well as 
customer service.   
• Opportunity to assist and make connections with recruiters.  
• Involvement with employers from local, national, and international organizations.  
• Personal enrichment through interaction with fellow peers and professionals in different 
industries.  
• Recognition through Western’s Co-curricular Record.  
 

Key Responsibilities: 

• Attend a training session held in early September (approximately 2 hours) 

• Volunteer at all three fairs (two fairs take place in the Fall Term, one fair in the Winter 
Term) 

• Assist recruiters, staff, and coordinators throughout the day 

• Help with the unloading and loading of recruiter displays, boxes and materials (involves 
some physical lifting) 

• Assist recruiters in parking lot and loading dock 

• Assist with setting up booths & displays 

• Assist with student promotion around campus 

• Other duties, as required

• Current Western student, returning in the Fall 

• High degree of professionalism and resourcefulness
