Position Summary:

• Select, interview and photograph students who are willing to share their international 
experience (either as an international/exchange student at Western or someone who has 
studied abroad) 

• Assist with planning photo shoots, editing photos and graphics.  

• Meet regularly with your Supervisor.

• Cross cultural awareness, understanding, and sensitivity. 

• Initiative, self-motivation and enthusiasm. 

• Ability to work under minimal supervision and meet demanding deadlines.
